Lean your shoulders against the
seatback asmuchaspossible.

When turning the steering wheel,
keep your shoulders against the
seatback. The seatback should not
be angled too far back. The
maximum recommended rake is
around 25 degrees.

The distance between the head and
the headlining should be at |east the
width of onehand.

Thighs should be comfortably
supported onthe seat.

Things you put on this seatback can
strike and injure people in a sudden
stop or turn, or in acrash. Remove or
secureall itemsbeforedriving.

Sitting in a reclined position when
the vehicle is in motion can be
dangerous. Even when buckled up,
thesafety beltscannot do their job.

The shoulder belt will not be against
your body. Instead, it will bein front
of you. In acrash, you could go into
it, receiving neck or other injuries.

The lap belt could go up over your
abdomen. The belt forces would be
there, not at your pelvic bones. This
could causeseriousinternal injuries.

For proper protection when the
vehicle is in motion, have the
seatback upright. Then sit well back
in the seat and wear the safety belt

properly.

SAFETY BELTS

The safety belt is one of the most
important safety devices for the driver
and passenger. Never neglect using the
safety belts. Be sureto fasten the safety
belt eachtimebeforedriving.

A Warning

Do not | et anyoneridewhere asafety
belt cannot be worn properly. In a
crash, if you or your passenger(s) are
not wearing safety belts, injuries can
be much worse than if you are
wearing safety belts. You can be
seriously injured or killed by hitting
thingsinside the vehicle harder or by
being gected from the vehicle. In
addition, anyone who is not buckled
up can strike other passengersin the
vehicle.

Itisextremely dangeroustorideina
cargo area, inside or outside of a
vehicle. In a collision, passengers
riding in these areas are more likely
to be seriously injured or killed. Do
not allow passengers to ride in any
area of the vehicle that is not
equipped with seatsand saf ety belts.

Alwayswear asafety belt, and check
that all passenger(s) are restrained

properly too.

Thesafety beltisdesigned to be used by
one passenger at a time. Check
regularly al the parts of the safety belt
system for damage or malfunction and
replacethe damaged parts.

In the event of an accident, contact
your CHEVROLET retailer toreplace
thesafety belts.

The vehicle hasindicator as areminder
to buckle the safety belt. See “ Driver
Safety Belt Reminder Light“ onpage

5-21for additional information.

Sitting in a reclined position when
your vehicle is in motion can be
dangerous. Even if you buckle up,
your safety belts can't do their job
when the seatback is excessively
reclined. In order to gain the full
benefit of a safety belt, you must
wear it correctly and position

yourself correctly withinyour seat.
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A Warning

Wearing a safety belt improperly
could causeseriousinjury.

Make sure the seatback is in the
upright position.

Wear your safety belt closely against
the body. Do not wear your shoulder
belt under your arm, around your
neck, over an inside shoulder or
behind your back.

A Warning

Improper use of a safety belt can
cause serious injury. Do not modify
thesafety belt. Do not add any device
which would affect the operation of
thesafety belt.

A Warning

Beforeyou closethe door, make sure
the safety belt is out of the way.
Otherwise, the belt and/or the
vehiclebody could bedamaged.

If a hard or breakable object is
between a safety belt and an
occupant, such as a ballpoint pen or
glassesin apocket, the occupant can
beinjuredintheevent of acollision.

WHY SAFETY BELTSWORK
When riding in avehicle, you travel as
fast as the vehicle does. If the vehicle
stops suddenly, you keep going until
something stops you. It could be the
windshield, theinstrument panel, or the
safety belts!

When you wear a safety belt, you and
thevehicleslow downtogether. Thereis
moretimeto stop because you stop over
alonger distance and, when worn prop-
erly, your strongest bones take the
forcesfromthesafety belts. Thatiswhy
wearing safety belts makes such good
sense.
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HOW TO WEAR SAFETY
BELTS PROPERLY

This section is only for people of adult
size.

There are special things to know about
safety belts and children. And there are
different rules for smaller children and
infants. If a child will be riding in the
vehicle, see "Older Children" on page
3-25 or "Infants and Young Children"
on page 3-27. Follow those rules for
everyone'sprotection.

Itisvery important for all occupantsto
buckle up. Statistics show that unbelted
people are hurt more often in crashes
thanthosewho arewearing saf ety belts.

There are important things to know
about wearing asafety belt properly.

Sit up straight and always keep your
feet onthefloor infront of you.

Always use the correct buckle for
your seating position.

Wear thelap part of thebelt low and
snug on the hips, just touching the
thighs. In acrash, thisappliesforce
to the strong pelvic bones and you
would be less likely to slide under
the lap belt. If you dlid under it, the
belt would apply force on your
abdomen. This could cause serious
orevenfatal injuries.

Wear the shoulder belt over the
shoulder and across the chest.
These parts of the body are best and
able to take belt restraining forces.
The shoulder belt locksif thereisa
sudden stop or crash.

A Warning

You can be seriously injured, or even
killed, by not wearing your safety
belt properly.

« Never alow the lap or shoulder
belt to becomelooseor twisted.

« Never wear the shoulder belt
under both arms or behind your
back.

« Never route the lap or shoulder
belt over anarmrest.
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LAP-SHOULDER BELT

All seating positionsinthe vehicle have
a lap-shoulder belt except for the
second and third row center position
which may have a lap belt. See "Lap
Belt" on page 3-16 for more informa-
tion.

Thefollowing instructions explain how
towear alap-shoulder belt properly.

1. Adjust the seat, if the seat is
adjustable, soyou cansit up straight.

2. Pick up the latch plate and pull the
belt across you. Do not let it get
twisted.

The lap-shoulder belt may lock if
you pull the belt across you very
quickly. If this happens, let the belt
go back dlightly to unlock it. Then
pull the belt across you more
slowly.

If the shoulder portion of a
passenger belt is pulled out all the
way, the child restraint locking
feature may be engaged. If this
happens, let the belt go back al the
way and start again.

3. Push the latch plate into the buckle
until itclicks.
Pull up on the latch plate to make
sureitissecure.
Position the release button on the
buckle so that the safety belt could
be quickly unbuckledif necessary.
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4. Tomakethelap parttight, pull upon
theshoulder belt.

It may be necessary to pull the
stitching on the safety belt through
the latch plate to fully tighten the
lap belt on smaller occupants.

SAFETY BELT USE DURING
PREGNANCY

To unlatch the belt, push the button on
the buckle. The belt should return toits
stowed position. Slidethelatch plate up
the safety belt webbing when the safety
beltisnot in use. Thelatch plate should
rest on the stitching on the safety belt,
near theguideloop onthesidewall.

Before a door is closed, be sure the
safety belt isout of theway. If adooris
dlammed against a safety belt, damage
can occur to both the safety belt and the
vehicle.

Safety beltswork for everyone, including
pregnant women. Like dl occupants,
they are more likely to be serioudy
injured if they do not wear safety belts.

A pregnant woman should wear a lap-
shoulder belt, and the lap portion
should be worn as low as possible,
across the pelvisto prevent pressure on
theabdomen.
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The best way to protect the fetus is to
protect the mother. When asafety beltis
worn properly, it ismore likely that the
fetus will not be hurt in a crash. For
pregnant women, asfor anyone, the key
to make safety beltseffectiveiswearing
them properly.

LAPBELT

This section isonly for the lap belt. To
learn how to wear a lap-shoulder belt,
see"Lap-Shoulder Belt" on page 3-14.

The vehicle may have a second and
third row center seating position with a
lap belt. Thelap belt hasno retractor.

To make the belt longer, tilt the latch
plate and pull it along the belt. Buckle,
position and release it the same way as
thelap part of alap-shoulder belt.

To make the belt shorter, pull its free
end asshown until thebeltissnug.

Make sure the release button on the
buckle is positioned so you would be
ableto unbuckle the safety belt quickly
if necessary.

If you find that the latch plate will not
go fully into the buckle, see if you are
using the correct buckle. Be sure that
thelatch plate clickswhen inserted into
thebuckle.

To unlatch the belt, push the button on
thebuckle.
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SAFETY SYSTEM CHECK

Now and then, check that the safety belt
reminder light, safety belts, buckles,
latch plates, retractors, and anchorages
are all working properly. Look for any
other loose or damaged safety belt
system parts that might keep a safety
belt system from doing itsjob. Seeyour
CHEVROLET retailer to have it
repaired. Torn or frayed safety belts
may not protect youinacrash. They can
rip apart under impact forces. If abeltis
tornor frayed, get anew oneright away.

Make sure the driver safety belt
reminder light is working. See "Driver
Safety Belt Reminder Light" on page
5-21.

Keep safety belts clean and dry. See
"Safety Belt Care" on page 3-17.

SAFETY BELT CARE

REPLACING SAFETY BELT
SYSTEM PARTSAFTERA
CRASH

Keep belts clean and dry.

A Warning

A crash can damage the safety belt
system in the vehicle. A damaged
safety belt system may not properly
protect the person using it, resulting
in serious injury or even death in a
crash. To help make sure the safety
belt systems are working properly
after a crash, have them inspected
and any necessary replacements
made assoon aspossible.

A Warning

Do not bleach or dye safety belts. It
may severely wesken them. In a
crash, they might not be able to
provide adequate protection. Clean
safety belts only with mild soap and

lukewarmwater.

After a minor crash, replacement of
safety belts may not be necessary. But
the safety belt assembliesthat were used
during any crash may have been stressed
or damaged. See your CHEVROLET
retailer to havethe safety belt assemblies
inspected or replaced.

New partsand repairsmay be necessary
even if the safety belt system was not
being used at thetime of thecrash.
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AIRBAG SYSTEM*

FRONT AIRBAG SYSTEM

Depending upon the vehicle models
your vehicle may be equipped with the
followingairbags:

« A Fronta airbag for the driver.

« A Frontal airbag for the outboard
front passenger.

All of the airbags in the vehicle will

have the word AIRBAG embossed in

thetrim or on an attached |abel near the

deployment opening.

For frontal airbags, the word AIRBAG
will appear on the middle part of the
steering wheel for the driver and on the
instrument panel for the outboard front
passenger.

A Warning

Be sure that cargo is not near an
airbag. Inacrash, aninflating airbag
might force that object towards a
person. This could cause severe
injury or even death. Secure objects
away from the area in which an
airbag would inflate. For more
information, see "Where Are the
Airbags?' onpage 3-20.

Airbags are designed to supplement the
protection provided by safety belts.
Even though today's airbags are also
designed to help reduce the risk of
injury from the force of an inflating
bag, al airbags must inflate very
quickly todotheirjob.

Here are the most important things to
know about theairbag system:

A Warning

You can be severely injured or killed
inacrashif you are not wearing your
safety belt, even with airbags.
Airbags are designed to work with
safety belts, not replace them. Also,
airbags are not designed to inflate in
every crash. In some crashes safety
belts are the only restraint. See
"When Should an Airbag Inflate?"
onpage3-21.

Wearing your safety belt during a
crash helps reduce the chance of
hitting things inside the vehicle or
being ejected from it. Airbags are
“supplemental restraints” to the
safety belts. Everyonein the vehicle
should wear a safety belt properly,
whether or not there is an airbag for
that person.
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A Warning

Because airbags inflate with great
force and faster than the blink of an
eye, anyone who is up against, or
very close to any airbag when it
inflates can be seriously injured or
killed. Do not sit unnecessarily close
to any airbag, as you would be if
sitting on the edge of the seat or
leaning forward. Safety belts help
keep you in position before and
during acrash. Alwayswear asafety
belt, even with airbags. The driver
should sit as far back as possible
while still maintaining control of the
vehicle,

A Warning

Children who are up against, or very
close to, any airbag when it inflates
can be serioudly injured or killed.
Airbags plus lap-shoulder belts offer
protection for adults and older
children, but not for young children
and infants. Neither the vehicle's
safety belt system nor its airbag
system is designed for them. Young
children and infants need the
protection that a child restraint
system can provide. Always secure
children properly in the vehicle. To
read how, see "Older Children" on
page 3-25 or "Infants and Young
Children" onpage3-27.

A Warning

If something is between an occupant
and an airbag, the airbag might not
inflate properly or it might force the
object into that person causing
severeinjury or even death. The path
of an inflating airbag must be kept
clear. Do not put anything between
an occupant and an airbag, and do
not attach or put anything on the
steering wheel hub or on or near any
other airbag covering.
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WHEN SHOULD AN AIRBAG

INFLATE?

Frontal airbags are designed to inflate
in moderate to severe frontal or near-
frontal crashes to help reduce the
potential for severe injuries mainly to
the driver’s or outboard front passen-
ger'shead and chest. However, they are
only designed to inflate if the impact
exceeds a predetermined deployment
threshold. Deployment thresholds are
used to predict how severe a crash is
likely to be in time for the airbags to
inflateand hel p restrain the occupants.

Whether the frontal airbags will or
should deploy is not based on how fast
your vehicle is traveling. It depends
largely on what you hit, the direction of
the impact, and how quickly your
vehicleslowsdown.

Frontal airbags may inflate at different
crash speeds. For example;

e If the vehicle hits a stationary
object, the airbags could inflate at a
different crash speed than if the
vehiclehitsamoving object.

- If the vehicle hits an object that
deforms, theairbags could inflate at
a different crash speed than if the
vehicle hits an object that does not
deform.

« If the vehicle hits a narrow object
(like a pole), the arbags could
inflate at a different crash speed
thanif the vehicle hitsawide object
(likeawall).

« If the vehicle goesinto an object at
an angle, theairbagscould inflate at
a different crash speed than if the
vehiclegoesstraight into the object.

Thresholds can also vary with specific
vehicledesign.

Frontal airbags are not intended to
inflate during vehicle rollovers, rear
impacts, or inmany sideimpacts.
Alwayswear your safety belt, evenwith
frontal airbags.

In any particular crash, no one can say
whether an airbag should have inflated
smply because of the damage to a
vehicle or because of what the repair
cogs were. For frontal arbags, inflation
isdetermined by what thevehicle hits, the
angle of the impact, and how quickly the
vehicledowsdown.
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WHAT MAKESAN AIRBAG
INFLATE?

In a deployment event, the sensing
system sends an electrical signal
triggering a release of gas from the
inflator. Gas from the inflator fills the
airbag causing the bag to break out of
the cover and deploy. The inflator, the
airbag, and related hardware are all part
of the airbag module. Frontal airbag
modules are |ocated inside the steering
wheel andinstrument panel.

HOW DOESAN AIRBAG

RESTRAIN?

In moderate to severe frontal or near
frontal collisions, even belted occu-
pants can contact the steering wheel or
the instrument panel. In moderate to
severe side collisions, even belted
occupants can contact the inside of the
vehicle,

Airbags supplement the protection
provided by safety belts. Frontal
airbags distribute the force of the
impact more evenly over the occupant's
upper body, stopping the occupant
moregradually.

But airbags would not help in many
types of collisions, primarily because
the occupant's motion is not towards
those airbags. See "When Should an
Airbag Inflate?" on page 3-21 for more
information.

Airbags should never be regarded as
anything more than a supplement to
safety belts.

WHAT WILL YOU SEE AFTER

AN AIRBAG INFLATES?

After the frontal airbags inflate, they
quickly deflate, so quickly that some
people may not even realize an airbag
inflated. Some components of the
airbag module may be hot for several
minutes. For location of the airbags, see
"Where Are the Airbags?' on page
3-20.

The parts of the airbag that come into
contact with you may be warm, but not
too hot to touch. There may be some
smoke and dust coming from the vents
in the deflated airbags. Airbag inflation
does not prevent the driver from seeing
out of the windshield or being able to
steer the vehicle, nor does it prevent
peoplefromleaving thevehicle.
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A Warning

A Warning

When an airbag inflates, there may
be dust in the air. This dust could
cause breathing problems for people
with a history of asthma or other
breathing trouble. To avoid this,
everyone in the vehicle should get
out assoonasitissafetodoso. If you
have breathing problems but cannot
get out of the vehicle after an airbag
inflates, then get fresh air by opening
a window or a door. If you experi-
ence breathing problems following
an airbag deployment, you should
seek medical attention.

A crash severe enough to inflate the
airbags may have aso damaged
important functions in the vehicle,
such as the fuel system, brake and
steering systems, etc. Even if the
vehicle appearsto be drivable after a
moderate crash, there may be
conceal ed damagethat could makeit
difficult to safely operatethevehicle.

Use caution if you should attempt to
restart the engine after a crash has
occurred.

In many crashes severeenough to inflate
the airbag, windshields are broken by
vehicle deformation. Additional wind-
shield breakage may al so occur fromthe
front outboard passenger airbag.

Airbagsaredesigned to inflate only
once. After an airbag inflates, you
will need some new parts for the
airbag system. If you do not get
them, the airbag system will not be
there to help protect you in another
crash. A new system will include
airbag modules and possibly other
parts.

Let only qualified technicianswork
on the airbag systems. Improper
service can mean that an airbag
systemwill not work properly. See
your CHEVROLET retaler for service
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SERVICING THE AIRBAG
-EQUIPPED VEHICLE

Airbags affect how the vehicle should
be serviced. There are parts of the
airbag system in several places around
the vehicle. Your CHEVROLET
retailler and the Service Manua have
information about servicing thevehicle
andtheairbag system.

AIRBAG SYSTEM CHECK

The airbag system does not need
regularly scheduled maintenance or
replacement. Make sure the airbag
warning light is working. See "Airbag
Warning Light" on page5-21.

Caution

A Warning

For upto 10 seconds after thevehicle
is turned off and the battery is
disconnected, an airbag can dtill
inflate during improper service. You
can beinjured if you are close to an
airbag when it inflates. Avoid yellow
connectors. They are probably part
of the airbag system. Be sure to
follow proper service procedures,
and make surethe person performing
work for youisqualifiedto do so.

If an airbag covering is damaged,
opened, or broken, the airbag may
not work properly. Do not open or
break the airbag coverings. If there
are any opened or broken airbag
covers, have the arbag covering
and/or airbag module replaced. For
the location of the airbags, see
"Where Are the Airbags?' on page
3-20. See your CHEVROLET
retailer forservice.

A crash can damage the airbag
systems in the vehicle. A damaged
airbag system may not work
properly and may not protect you
and your passenger(s) in a crash,
resulting in serious injury or even
death. To help make sure the airbag
systems are working properly after a
crash, have them inspected and any
necessary replacements made as

soonaspossible.

If an airbag inflates, you will need to
replace airbag system parts. See your
CHEVROLET retailer for service.

If theairbag warning light stayson after
the vehicleis started or comes on when
you are driving, the airbag system may
not work properly. Have the vehicle
serviced right away. See "Airbag
Warning Light" on page5-21.
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CHILD RESTRAINTS*

OLDER CHILDREN

Older children who have outgrown
booster seats should wear the vehicle's
safety belts.

The manufacturer's instructions that
come with the booster seat, state the
weight and height limitations for that
booster. Use a booster seat with a lap-
shoulder belt until the child passes the
below fit test:

- Sit al theway back on the seat. Do
the knees bend at the seat edge? If
yes, continue. If no, return to the
booster seat.

« Buckle the lap-shoulder belt. Does
the shoulder belt rest on the
shoulder? If yes, continue. If no,
thenreturnto the booster seat.

« Doesthelap beltfitlow and snugon
thehips, touching thethighs?If yes,
continue. If no, returnto the booster
seat.

e Can proper safety belt fit be
maintained for the length of the
trip?If yes, continue. If no, returnto
thebooster seat.

Q: What is the proper way to wear
safety belts?

A: An older child should wear a lap-
shoulder belt and get the additional
restraint a shoulder belt can
provide. The shoulder belt should
not cross the face or neck. The lap
belt should fit snugly below the
hips, just touching the top of the
thighs. Thisappliesbelt forceto the
child's pelvic bones in a crash. It
should never be worn over the
abdomen, which could cause severe
or even fatal internal injuries in a
crash.

According to accident statistics, children
and infants are safer when properly
restrained in a child restraint system or
infant restraint system secured in a rear
seating position.

Inacrash, children who are not buckled
up can strike other people who are
buckled up, or can be thrown out of the
vehicle. Older children need to use
safety beltsproperly.
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A Warning

A Warning

Never allow more than one child to
wear the same safety belt. The safety
belt cannot properly spread the
impact forces. Inacrash, they can be
crushed together and seriously
injured. A safety belt must be used by
only onepersonat atime.

Never alow achildtowear the safety
belt with the shoulder belt behind
their back. A child can be seriously
injured by not wearing the lap-
shoulder belt properly. Inacrash, the
child would not be restrained by the
shoulder belt. The child could move
toofar forward increasing the chance
of head and neck injury. The child
might also slide under the lap belt.
The belt force would then be applied
right on the abdomen. That could
cause serious or fatal injuries. The
shoulder belt should go over the
shoulder and acrossthechest.

INFANTSAND YOUNG
CHILDREN

Everyonein avehicle needs protection!
This includes infants and all other
children. Neither the distance traveled
nor the age and size of the traveler
changes the need, for everyone, to use
safety restraints.

A Warning

Children can be seriously injured or
strangled if a shoulder belt is
wrapped around their neck and the
safety belt continues to tighten.
Never leave children unattended in a
vehicle and never allow children to
play withthesafety belts.

Airbags plus lap-shoulder belts offer
protection for adultsand older children,
but not for young children and infants.
Neither the vehicle's safety belt system
nor its airbag system is designed for
them. Every time infants and young
children ride in vehicles, they should
have the protection provided by
appropriatechildrestraints.

Children who are not restrained
properly can strike other people, or can
bethrownout of thevehicle.

A Warning

Never hold an infant or achild while
riding in a vehicle. Due to crash
forces, an infant or a child will
become so heavy it isnot possible to
hold it during a crash. For example,
inacrash at only 40 km/h (25 mph), a
5.5 kg (12 Ib) infant will suddenly
become a 110 kg (240 Ib) forceon a
person’s arms. An infant should be
secured inanappropriaterestraint.

A Warning

Children who are up against, or very
close to, any airbag when it inflates
can be seriously injured or killed.
Never put a rear-facing child
restraint in the front passenger seat.
Securearear-facing childrestraintin
3“ Row Seat-Right side only. It is
also better to secureaforward-facing
child restraint in 3° Row Seat-Right
sideonly.
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A Warning

A young child's hip bones are still so
small that the vehicle'sregular safety
belt may not remain low on the hip
bones, as it should. Instead, it may
settle up around the child's abdomen.
Inacrash, the belt would apply force
on abody areathat isunprotected by
any bony structure. This alone could
cause serious or fatal injuries. To
reduce the risk of serious or fatal
injuries during a crash, young
children should always be secured in
appropriatechildrestraints.

A:

What are the different types of
add-on child restraints?

Add-on child restraints, which are
purchased by the vehicle's owner,
are available in four basic types.
Selection of a particular restraint
should take into consideration not
only the child'sweight, height, and
age but aso whether or not the
restraint will becompatiblewiththe
motor vehicle in which it will be
used.

For most basic types of child
restraints, there are many different
modelsavailable. When purchasing
a child restraint, besure it is
designed to be used in a motor
vehicle.

The restraint manufacturer's instru-
ctions that come with the restraint
sate the weight and height limita-
tionsfor aparticular child restraint. In
addition, there are many kinds of
restraints available for children with
pecia needs.

A Warning

To reduce the risk of neck and head
injury during a crash, infants need
complete support. In a crash, if an
infant isin arear-facing child restraint,
the crash forces can be distributed
across the strongest part of an infant's
body, the back and shoulders. Infants
should adways be secured in rear-
facing child regtraints.
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CHILD RESTRAINT
SYSTEMS

(A) REAR-FACING INFANT SEAT
A rear-facing infant seat (A) provides
restraint with the seating surface
against the back of theinfant.

The harness system holds the infant in
place and, in a crash, acts to keep the
infant positionedintherestraint.

(B) FORWARD-FACING CHILD
SEAT

A forward-facing child seat (B)
provides restraint for the child's body
withtheharness.

(C) BOOSTER SEATS

A booster seat (C) is a child restraint
designed to improve the fit of the
vehicle's safety belt system. A booster
seat can aso help achild to see out the
window.
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SECURING AN ADD-ON CHILD
RESTRAINT INTHE VEHICLE

Caution

A Warning

Child safety restraints are available
in a wide range of sizes and
configurations. Due to the shape and
dimensions of your vehicle'sinterior
and seats, not al child safety
restraintswill fitinyour vehicle.

Itisyour responsibility to ensurethat
the child safety restraint you install
fits properly and can be adequately
attached to the vehicle with the child
safety restraint anchors. A child
safety restraint that is not the correct
size for the vehicle or the child, or a
child safety restraint that is improp-
erly attached to your vehiclecan lead
to seriours persona injury to the
child and other passengers in the
vehicleintheevent of acollision.

A child can be seriously injured or
killed in acrash if the child restraint
isnot properly securedinthevehicle.
Securethe child restraint properly in
the vehicle using the vehicle safety
belt or LATCH system, followingthe
instructionsthat camewith that child

restraint.

To help reduce the chance of injury, the
child restraint must be secured in the
vehicle, Child restraint systemsmust be
secured in vehicle seats by belt portion
of alap-shoulder belt. Children can be
endangered in a crash if the child
restraint is not properly secured in the
vehicle.

When securing an add-on child
restraint, refer to the instructions that
come with the restraint which may be
on the restraint itself or in abooklet, or

both. Thechildrestraintinstructionsare
important, so if they are not available,
obtain a replacement copy from the
manufacturer.

Keep in mind that an unsecured child
restraint can move aroundin acollision
or sudden stop and injure people in the
vehicle. Be sure to properly secure any
child restraint in the vehicle - even
whennochildisinit.

SECURING THE CHILD WITHIN
THE CHILD RESTRAINT

A Warning

A child can be seriously injured or
killed in a crash if the child is not
properly secured in the child
restraint. Secure the child properly
following the instructions that came
withthat child restraint.
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SECURING CHILD

ThisVehicle has the safety belt to secure
the child restraint in 3° Row Seat-Right
side only. Be sure to follow the instruc-
tions that came with the child restraint.

General Instructions

1. Putthechildrestraint ontheseat.

2. Pick up the latch plate, and run the
lap and shoulder portions of the
vehicle's safety belt through or
around the restraint. The child

restraint instructions will show you
how.

3. Push thelatch plate into the buckle
until it clicks.
Position the release button on the
buckle so that the safety belt could
be quickly unbuckledif necessary.

4. To tighten the belt, push down on
the child restraint, pull the shoulder
portion of the belt to tighten the lap
portion of the belt and feed the
shoulder belt back into theretractor.

If the child restraint system has a
lock-off mechanism, useitto secure

thevehiclesafety belt.

5. Before placing a child in the child
restraint, make sure it is securely
held in place. To check, push and
pull the child restraint in different
directionstobesureitissecure.

To remove the child restraint, unbuckle
thevehicle safety beltand | et it returnto
the stowed position. If the top tether is
attached to a top tether anchor,
disconnect it.
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WHERE TO PUT THE
RESTRAINT

According to accident statistics, children
and infants are safer when properly
restrained in a child restraint system or
infant restraint system secured in a rear
seating position.

We recommend that children and child
restraints be secured in a rear seat,
including: aninfant or achildridingina
rear-facing childrestraint; achildriding
in aforward-facing child seat; an older
childridingina booster seat; and child-
ren, who are large enough, using safety
belts.

Never put arear-facing child seat in the
front. This is because the risk to the
rear-facing childisso great if theairbag
deploys.

When securing achildrestraintinarear
seating position, study the instructions
that came with the child restraint to
make sure it is compatible with this
vehicle.

A Warning

A child in a rear-facing child
restraint can be seriously injured or
killed if the passenger airbag
inflates. This is because the back of
the rear-facing child restraint would
be very close to the inflating airbag.
Secure rearfac-ing child restraintsin
arear seat.

A child in aforward-facing child rest-
raint can be serioudy injured or killed
if the outboard front passenger airbag
inflates and the passenger seat isin a
forward postion. If you secure a
forward-facing child restraint in the
outboard front passenger seet, aways
move the passenger seat asfar back as
itwill go. It isbetter to secure the child
restraint inarear seet.

Child restraints and booster seats vary
considerably in size, and some may fit
in certain seating positions better than
others. Always make sure the child
restraintisproperly secured.

Depending on where you place the
child restraint and the size of the child
restraint, you may not be able to access
adjacent safety belt assemblies or
LATCH* anchors for additional pass-
engers or child restraints. Adjacent
seating positions should not be used if
the child restraint prevents accessto or
interferes with the routing of the safety
belt.

Wherever a child restraint is installed,
be sure to secure the child restraint
properly.

Keep in mind that an unsecured child
restraint can move around in acollision
or sudden stop and injure people in the
vehicle. Be sure to properly secure any
child restraint in the vehicle - even
whennochildisinit.

Certain accessory power plugs may not
be compatible with the accessory power
outlet and could overload vehicle or
adapter fuses.

When adding electrical equipment, be
sure to follow the proper installation
instructions included with the equip-
ment.
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CIGARETTE LIGHTER*

A Warning

Power is aways supplied to the
outlets. Do not leave electrical
equipment plugged in when the
vehicle is not in use because the
vehicle could catch fire and cause
injury or death.

Caution

Always unplug electrical equipment
when not in use and do not plug in
equipment that exceeds the maximum
ampererating.

The cigarette lighter is located below the
air conditioning control panel.

To operate the cigarette lighter, turn the
ignition switch to I/ACC or II/ON pos-
tionand pushthelighter indl theway.
The cigarette lighter will pop out auto-
matically whenitisready touse.

Caution

Overhesting the cigarette lighter can
damage the heating element and the
lighter itself.

Do not hold the lighter in whileit is
heating. This can cause thelighter to
overheat.

Trying to operate malfunctioning
cigarette lighter can be dangerous. If
the heated cigarette lighter does not
pop out, pull it out and consult a
CHEVROLET retailer to have it
repaired. It can cause injuries and
damagetoyour vehicle.

ASHTRAY*

If you leave the vehicle with an
inflammable explosive substance,
such as a disposable lighter, inside
the car in summer, it can explodeand
cause fire due to an increase of
temperaturein the passenger compa-
rtment and theboot.

Please ensure that no inflammable
explosive substances are left or kept
insidethecar.

Caution

The barrel of an operating cigarette
lighter can becomevery hot.

Do not touch the barrel of the
cigarette lighter and do not alow
children to operate or play with the
cigarettelighter.

This hot metal can cause personal
injuries and damage to your vehicle
or other property.

Caution

The cigarette lighter socket should
only be used with the cigarette
lighter. If other 12V power adapters
areinstalled into the cigarette socket,
fuse failure or a potential thermal
incident may occur.

outward. After usage, push it firmly
inside.

Warning lights and gauges can signa
that something is wrong before it
becomes serious enough to cause an
expensive repair or replacement.
Paying attention to the warning lights
and gaugescould preventinjury.
Warning lights come on when there
could be a problem with a vehicle
function. Some warning lights come on
briefly when the engine is started to
indicatethey areworking.

Gauges can indicate when there could
be a problem with a vehicle function.
Often gauges and warning lights work
together to indicate a problem with the
vehicle,

When one of thewarning lights comeson
and stays on while driving, or when one
of the gauges shows there may be a
problem, check the section that explains
what to do. Follow this Manudl's advice.
Waiting to do repairs can be costly and
even dangerous.

Here are three things that some owners
ask about.

« It takesmore, or less, fuel tofill up
than the gauge reads. For example,
the gauge reads half full, but it took
more, or less, than half of thetank's
capacity tofill it.

This light indicates that the engine
coolant has overheated. If the light

comes on and stays on while driving,
the vehicle may have a problem with
cooling system.

The charging system light comes on
briefly and then goes off when the
ignitionisturned to I1/ON position, but
the engine is not running, as a check to
show the light is working.

If the
light stays on, or comes on while
driving, there could be a problem with
the electrical charging system. Have it
checked by your CHEVROLET
retailer. Driving while this light is on
coulddrainthebattery.

If the battery charging system warning

light illuminateswhiledriving:

If the emission-related components or
relevant subsystems have a fault, the
Malfunction Indicator Light (MIL) will
illuminate.

As long as the electronic control
module (ECM) detects a fault, the
Malfunction Indicator Light will
illuminate continuously.

A serious misfire may damage the
catalytic converter.

The electronic systems on the vehicle
will switch to an emergency operation

program so that you can continue to
drivethevehicle.

However, at thistime you should drive
to your CHEVROLET retailer as soon
aspossible.

If the MIL illuminates for awhile then
extinguishes itself, it isnormal. It does
not mean that the system hasafault.

Caution

Modifications made to the engine,
transmission, exhaud,, intake, or fuel
system of the vehicle or the replace-
ment of the origina tires with other
than those of the same Tire
Performance Criteria (TPC) can affect
the vehicle'semission controlsand can
cause this light to come on.

Make surethat the air condi-
tioning compressor is turned on.
Then rotate the temperature control
knob to select the coolest tempera-
ture and select the recirculation
mode.

Todefog thewindowsonrainy days
or in high humidity, turn on the air
conditioning compressor.

Turn on the air conditioning for a
few minutes at least once a week,
even in the winter or when the air
conditioning system is not being
used regularly. This maintains
proper lubrication of the compres-
sor and sedls, prolonging the ser-
vicelifeof thesystem.

Driving in stop-and-go traffic may
reduce the effectiveness of the air
conditioning system.

DRIVING FOR BETTER

FUEL ECONOMY

Driving habits can affect fuel mileage.

Here are some driving tips to get the

best fuel economy possible.

» Avoid fast starts and accelerate
smoothly.

- Brake gradually and avoid abrupt
stops.

« Avoid idling the engine for long
periodsof time.

* Usetheair conditioning only when
necessary.

« Alwaysfollow posted speed limitsor
drive more dowly when conditions
require.

» Keepvehicletiresproperly inflated.

« Combine several tripsinto asingle
trip.

« Replace the vehicle's tires with the
same TPC Spec number molded
intothetire'ssidewall near thesize.

Maintain a safe distance from other
vehiclesto avoid acollision in case
of sudden stops. This will aso
reduce wear on the brake pads and
linings.

Donot carry unnecessary weight.

Do not rest your foot on the brake
pedal whiledriving.

Follow recommended scheduled
maintenance.

DISTRACTED DRIVING

Distraction comes in many forms and
can take your focus from the task of
driving. Exercisegood judgment and do
not let other activities divert your
attention away from the road. Many
local governments have enacted laws
regarding driver distraction. Become
familiar withthelocal lawsinyour area.

To avoid distracted driving, aways
keep your eyesontheroad, handsonthe
wheel, and mind onthedrive.

« Do not use a phone in demanding
driving situations. Use a hands-free
method to place or receive neces-
sary phonecalls.

«  Watch the road. Do not read, take
notes, or look up information on
phonesor other electronic devices.

» Designate afront seat passenger to
handlepotential distractions.

. Become familiar with vehicle
festures before driving, such as
programming favorite radio stations
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and adjusting climate control and sest
settings.

Wait until the vehicle is parked to
retrieve itemsthat havefallento the
floor.

Stop or park the vehicle to attend to
children.

Keep pets in an appropriate carrier
or restraint.

Avoid stressful conversationswhile
driving, whether with a passenger
oronacell phone.

A Warning

Taking your eyes off the road too
long or too often could cause acrash
resulting in injury or death. Focus
your attentionondriving.

DEFENSIVE DRIVING

Defensive driving means "aways
expect theunexpected.” Thefirst stepin
driving defensively isto wear the saf ety
belt. See" Safety Belts' onpage 3-11.

e Assume that other road users
(pedestrians, bicyclists, and other
drivers) are going to be carelessand
make mistakes. Anticipate what
they might do and beready.

- Allow enough following distance
between you and the driver in front
of you.

« Focusonthetask of driving.

CONTROL OFAVEHICLE

Braking, steering, and accelerating are
important factorsin hel ping to control a
vehiclewhiledriving.

BRAKING

Braking action involves perception
time and reaction time. Deciding to
push the brake pedal isperception time.
Actually doingitisreactiontime.

Average driver reaction time is about
three-quarters of asecond. In that time,
avehiclemoving at 100 km/h (60 mph)
travels 20m (66 ft), which could bealot
of distanceinanemergency.

Helpful braking tips to keep in mind
include:

«  Keep enough distance between you

andthevehicleinfront of you.

« Avoidneedlessheavy braking.
« Keeppacewithtraffic.

If the engine ever stops while the
vehicleisbeing driven, brake normally
but do not pump the brakes. Doing so
could make the pedal harder to push
down. If the engine stops, there will be
some power brake assist but it will be
used when the brake is applied. Once
the power assist is used up, it can take
longer to stop and the brake pedal will
beharder to push.
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STEERING

HYDRAULICPOWER STEERING
Your vehicle has hydraulic power
steering. It may require maintenance.
See "Power Steering Fluid" on page
9-18.

If power steering assist is lost because
the engine stops or a system malfunc-
tion, the vehicle can be steered but may
require increased effort. See your
CHEVROLET retailer if there is a
problem.

CurveTips

- Takecurvesat areasonablespeed.

»  Reduce speed beforeentering acurve.

« Maintain areasonable steady speed
throughthecurve.

« Wait until the vehicle is out of the
curve before accelerating gently
intothestraightaway.

Steeringin Emergencies

e There are some situations when
steering around a problem may be
moreeffectivethan braking.

Holding both sides of the steering
wheel alows you to turn 180
degreeswithout removing ahand.

The Antilock Brake System (ABS)
allowssteeringwhilebraking.

OFF-ROAD RECOVERY

The vehicle's left wheels can drop off
the edge of a road onto the shoulder
whiledriving. Follow thesetips:

1. Easeoff the accelerator and then, if
thereisnothing in theway, steer the
vehicle so that it straddles the edge
of the pavement.

2. Turn the steering wheel about one-
eighth of aturn, until the left front
tire contactsthe pavement edge.

3. Then turn the steering wheel to go
straight down theroadway.
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LOSS OF CONTROL

SKIDDING

There are three types of skids that
correspondto thevehicle'sthree control
systems:

Braking Skid - wheelsarenot rolling.
Steering or Cornering Skid - too
much speed or steering in a curve
causestiresto dip and lose cornering
force.

Accderation Skid - too much throttle
causesthedriving wheelsto spin.

Defensive drivers avoid most skids by
taking reasonablecaresuited to existing
conditions, and by not overdriving
those conditions. But skids are always
possible.

If thevehiclestartsto dlide, follow these
suggestions:

Ease your foot off the accelerator
pedal and quickly steer theway you
want the vehicle to go. The vehicle
may straighten out. Be ready for a
second skidif it occurs.

Slow down and adjust your driving
according to weather conditions.
Stopping distance can belonger and
vehicle control can be affected
when traction is reduced by water,
snow, ice, gravel, or other materia
on the road. Learn to recognise
warning clues - such as enough
water, ice, or packed snow on the
road to make a mirrored surface-
and slow down when you have any
doubt.

Try to avoid sudden steering,
acceleration, or braking, including
reducing vehicle speed by shifting
toalower gear. Any sudden changes
could causethetirestoslide.

Remember: Antilock brakes help
avoidonly thebraking skid.

DRIVING ON WET ROADS

Rain and wet roads can reduce vehicle
traction and affect your ability to stop
and accelerate. Always drive slower in
these types of driving conditions and
avoid driving through large puddlesand
deep-standing or flowing water.

A Warning

Wet brakes can cause crashes. They
might not work as well in a quick
stop and could cause pulling to one
side. You could lose control of the
vehicle.

After driving through alarge puddle
of water or a car/vehicle wash,
lightly apply thebrake pedal until the
brakeswork normally.

Flowing or rushing water creates
strong forces. Driving through
flowing water could cause the
vehicle to be carried away. If this
happens, you and other vehicle
occupants could be drown. Do not
ignore police warnings and be very
cautious about trying to drive

through flowing water.
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HYDROPLANING

Hydroplaning is dangerous. Water can
build up under the vehicle'stiresso they
actualy ride on the water. This can
happen if the road is wet enough and
you are going fast enough. When the
vehicle is hydroplaning, it has little or
no contact with theroad.

There is no hard and fast rule about
hydroplaning. The best advice is to
slow downwhentheroadiswet.

Other Rainy Weather Tips

Besides slowing down, other wet

weather drivingtipsinclude:

- Allow extrafollowing distance.

» Passwithcaution.

«  Keepwindshield wiping equipment
ingood shape.

» Keep the windshield washer fluid
reservoir filled.

» Have good tires with proper tread
depth. See"Tires" on page 9-29.

DRIVING THROUGH
DEEP WATER

When you are about to drive through
deep water, you must check the puddle
or standing water is not too deep. If you
drive too quickly through deep water,
water can enter your enginethrough the
air intake causing severe damage.

Note

If your vehicle stops while driving
through deep water, then do not start the
engine and have your vehicle checked
from CHEVROLET retailer.

Caution

Before attempting to drive through
deep water, dways observe the follo-
wing precautions:

« Do not drive through water if the
depth is dightly lower than the
underbody of your vehicle.

« Drive as dow as you can at speed
limitlessthan 10 knm/h.
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HIGHWAY HYPNOSIS

Always be aert and pay attention to
your surroundingswhiledriving. If you
becometired or sleepy, find asafe place
topark thevehicleandrest.

Other drivingtipsinclude:

Keepthevehiclewell ventilated.
Keeptheinterior temperaturecool.

Keep your eyes moving - scan the
road ahead and tothesides.

Check the rearview mirror and
vehicleinstrumentsoften.

HILL AND MOUNTAIN
ROADS

Driving on steep hills or through
mountains is different than driving on
flat or rolling terrain. Tipsfor drivingin
theseconditionsinclude:

Keep the vehicle serviced and in
good shape.

Check all fluid levels and brakes,
tires, cooling system, and transmis-
sion.

Shift to a lower gear when going
downsteepor long hills.

A Warning

If you do not shift down, the brakes
could get so hot that they would not
work well. You would then have poor
braking and you could crash. Shift
down to let the engine assist the
brakeson asteep downhill slope.

A Warning

Coasting downhill in N (Neutral) or
with the ignition in B/OFF position
isdangerous. The brakeswill haveto
do all thework of slowing down and
they could get so hot that they would
not work well. You would then have
poor braking and you could crash.
Always have the engine running and
the vehicle in gear when going
downhill.
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Stay inyour ownlane. Do not swing
wide or cut across the center of the
road. Drive at speeds that let you
stay inyour ownlane.

Be dert on top of hills; something
could be in your lane (stalled car,
accident).

Pay attention to special road signs
(falling rocks area, winding roads,
long grades, passing or no-passing
zones) and take appropriateaction.

WINTER DRIVING

DRIVING ON SNOW ORICE

Drive carefully when there is snow or
ice between the tires and the road,
creating lesstractionor grip.

Wet ice can occur at about 0°C (32°F)
when freezing rain begins to fall,
resulting in even less traction. Avoid
driving on wet ice or in freezing rain
until roads can be treated with salt or
sand.

Drive with caution, whatever the
condition. Accelerate gently so traction
is not lost. Accelerating too quickly
causesthe wheelsto spin and makesthe
surface under thetires slick, so thereis
evenlesstraction.

Try not to break the fragile traction. If
you acceleratetoo fast, thedrivewheels
will spin and polish the surface under
thetiresevenmore.

The Antilock Brake System (ABS) on
page 8-21 improves vehicle stability

during hard stops on slippery roads, but
apply the brakes sooner than when on
dry road.

Allow greater following distance on
any slippery road and watch for
dlippery spots. The surface of acurveor
an overpass can remain icy when the
surrounding roads are clear. Avoid
sudden steering maneuversand braking
whileonice.

BLIZZARD CONDITIONS

Being stuck in snow can be a serious
situation. Stay with the vehicle unless
there is help nearby. To get help and
keep everyoneinthevehiclesafe:

e Turnonthehazard warning flashers.
- Tiearedclothtoanoutsidemirror.
» Usewarningtriangle.
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A Warning

A Warning (Continued)

Snow can trap engine exhaust under
the vehicle. This may cause exhaust
gases to get inside. Engine exhaust
contains carbon monoxide (CO)
which cannot be seen or smelled. It
can cause unconsciousness and even
death.

If thevehicleisstuck inthesnow:

« Clear away snow from around the
base of your vehicle, especially
anything that is blocking the
exhaust pipe.

« Check again from time to time to
be sure snow does not collect
there.

« Openawindow about 5cm (2in)
on the side of the vehicle that is
away from the wind to bring in
freshair.

(Continued)

Fully open the air outlets on or
under theinstrument panel.

Adjust the climate control system
to a setting that circulates the air
inside the vehicle and set the fan
speed tothe highest setting.

For more information about carbon

Runtheenginefor short periodsonly as
needed to keepwarm, but becareful .

To save fuel, run the engine for only
short periods as needed to warm the
vehicle and then shut the engine off and
close the window most of the way to
save heat. Repeat this until help arrives
but only when you feel really uncom-
fortable from the cold. Moving about to
keepwarmalso helps.

If it takes some time for help to arrive,
now and then when you run the engine,
push the accelerator peda dightly so
the engine runs faster than the idle
speed. Thiskeepsthe battery charged to
restart the vehicle and to signal for help
with the headlamps. Do this aslittle as
possibletosavefuel.



8-10 Driving and Operating

IFTHE VEHICLE IS

STUCK

Slowly and cautiously spin the wheels
to free the vehicle when stuck in sand,
mud, ice, or snow.

A Warning

If the vehicle's tires spin at high
speed, they can explode, and you or
others could be injured. The vehicle
can overheat, causing an engine
compartment fire or other damage.
Spin the wheels as little as possible
and avoid going above 56 km/h (35
mph).

RockingtheVehicletoGet it Out

Turn the steering wheel left and right to
clear the area around the front wheels.
Shift back and forth with a manual
transmission, between 1 (First) or 2
(Second) and R (Reverse), spinning the
wheels as little as possible. To prevent
transmission wear, wait until thewheels
stop spinning before shifting gears.
Release the accelerator pedal while

shifting, and press lightly on the
accelerator pedal when the transmis-
sion is in gear. Slowly spinning the
wheels in the forward and reverse
directions causes arocking motion that
could free the vehicle. If that does not
get the vehicle out after a few tries, it
might need to be towed out. If the
vehicle does need to be towed out, see
"Towing theVehicle" on page 9-50.

ENGINE BRAKING

To help use of braking effect of the
engine compression when driving on a
long downhill:

For manual transaxle, downshift to a
lower gear inasequential order.

A Warning

Do not downshift your manual
transaxle by two or more gear posi-
tionsat atime.

This prevents damage to your
transaxle or loss of control and per-

sonal injuries.

Note

Use of engine compression during long
mountai nous descents may prolong the
lifeof your brakes.
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DRIVING PRECAUTIONS

BEFORE ENTERING THE

A Warning

« Makesureall exterior light bulbs,
lamps, signaling systems, and
warning indicators are clean and
working properly.

These precautions help to avoid

Be sure all windows, inside and
outside rearview mirrors, light
bulbs, and lamps are clean and
working properly.

BEFORE DRIVING

Loose objects on the instrument
panel can obstruct your vision.

Be sure you understand your
vehicle, its equipment and its safe
operation.

Adjust your seat to a comfortable
position.

Adjust the inside and outside
mirrors.

Be sure all occupants of the vehicle
havefastened their safety belts.

Check the operation of the warning

[1/ON position.

Check al thegauges.

Release the parking brake, making
surethewarninglamp goesout.
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WHILE DRIVING

As the driver of your vehicle, you are
responsible for the safety of yourself,
your passengers and others sharing the
road with you. To discharge that
responsibility, you must keep your full
attention on operating the vehicle. Most
vehicular collisions are caused when a
driver’s concentration is either impaired
or distracted. At all times, the driver's
concentration should be upon the road
and nearby vehiclesand other objects.

One significant distraction in today’s
driving environment is the use of hand-
held phoneswhiledriving. Studieshave
found that the use of hand-held phones
whiledriving increasestherisk of being
involvedinanaccident.

Using phones, two-way radios or other
electronic devices such as computers,
organizers, games, video, or GPS and
other navigational aids similarly
increases the risk of collision. We
discourageyour use of equipmentwhile
youareoperatingyour vehicle.

A Warning

A Warning (Continued)

Driving safely requires al of your
concentration as well as the applica-
tion of good judgment and common
sense. Avoid or minimize distractions
while operating your vehicle.
Distractionsyou may encounter could
include:

responding to callson your cell or
car phone;

initiating calls on your cell or car
phone;

making adjustments to your seat,
steering wheel or mirrors;

« Avoid hard stops except in emerg-
encies. Thiswill alow your brakes
tobreak-in properly.

« Avoid quick starts, sudden acceler-
ations, and prolonged high-speed
driving in order to avoid damage to
theengineandto conservefuel.

» Avoid full-throttle acceleration in
low gear.

- Donottow any other vehicle.

IGNITION SWITCH

Theignition switch, located on theright
side of the steering column, has the
following positions: B, I, 11 andl 1.

- B(LOCK/OFF)

To lock the steering wheel, remove the
key and rotate the steering wheel until it
locks.

For easier key operation when
unlocking the steering wheel, rotate the
steering wheel gently toleft or right and
turnthekey tothe I/ACC position.

Do not turn the engine off when the

vehicleismoving. Thiswill causealoss
of power assist inthe brake and steering
systemsand disabletheairbags.

If the vehicle must be shut off in an

emergency:

1. Brake using a firm and steady
pressure. Do not pump the brakes
repeatedly. Thismay deplete power
assist, requiring increased brake
pedal force.

2. Shiftthevehicletoneutral. Thiscan
be done while the vehicle is
moving. After shifting to neutral,
firmly apply the brakes and steer
thevehicletoasafelocation.

3. Come to a complete stop. Turn the
ignitionto B/LOCK/ OFF position.

SYSTEM (ABS)*
Your vehicle may be equipped with this
function.

TheAntilock Brake System (ABS) isan
advanced electronic brake system which
helps to prevent slip and skidding. This
system can help to bypass obstacles
when braking suddenly and provide
maximum braking force on dippery
roads.

The ABS warning light will light
momentarily when the ignition switch
isturned to I1/ON position. If the ABS
warning light stays on or lights during
driving, it indicates a problem with the
ABS.

Consult your CHEVROLET retailer for
necessary repair. See "ABS Warning
Light" onpage5-22.

TheABS systemwill monitor the speed
of each wheel during the braking
process. If one wheel has atendency to
lock up, the system will control the

front and rear wheel brakes separately.
The brake pedal will usualy vibrate
dlightly with some noise when ABS is
working.

For optimum braking, keep the brake
pedal fully depressed throughout the
braking process, despitethefact that the
pedal is pulsating. Do not reduce the
pressureonthepedal.

Caution

ABSwill not changethetime needed
for braking, neither it will necessar-
ily shorten the braking distance.
Even if ABS is equipped, an
adequate braking distance should be
maintained.

FAULTS

A Warning

If there is a fault in the ABS, the
wheels may be liable to lock due to
braking that is heavier than normal.
Theadvantagesof ABSarenolonger
available. During hard braking, the

USINGABS

Do not pump the brakes. Just hold the
brake peda down firmly and let ABS
work. You might hear the ABS pump or
motor operating and feel the brake
pedal pulsate, but thisisnormal .

ABSallowsthedriver to steer and brake
at the sametime. In many emergencies,
steering can help more than even the
very best braking.

A Warning

If the brake system and the ABS
warning light comes on at the same
time, there is a failure in the brake
system.

TIRESANDABS

Tire size is important for proper
performance of the ABS. Replacement
tiresshould bethe samesize, load range
and construction as the original tires.
Replacetiresin axle setsand only with
tires of the same tire performance
criteria (TPC) specification number.
The use of any size or type of tire may
seriously affect theABS operation.

PARKING BRAKE
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The parking brake acts on the rear
wheels.

The parking brake lever is positioned
betweenthefront seats.

When using the parking brake, stop the
vehicle, depress the brake pedal and
pull the parking brake lever upto 6-8
notches.

To release the parking brake, depress
thebrakepedal, and

1. Pull theparking brakelever dightly.

SYSTEMS
REAR PARKING ASSIST*

The parking assistance system aids the
driver during backward movement of
the vehicle by chiming if any object is
sensed behindthevehicle.

This system is turned on whenever the
ignition switchisin I1/ON position and
the transmission is shifted to R
(Reverse).

This system consists of two rear

parking sensorsontherear bumper.

When the reverse gear is engaged, the

systemisintheself-test mode:

« |f boththe sensorswork normal, the
chimesounds"beep" once.

« If one of the sensor fails, the chime
sounds"beep-beep" once.

« If both the sensors fails, the chime
sounds " beep-beep-beep” once.

Parking assistance system should only
be consdered as a supplementary
function. The driver must check the
view.

The audible warning signal can be
different depending on the objects.

The audible warning signal might not
activate in case the sensor is frozen or
stained with dirt or mud.

Thereisachance of malfunction of the
parking assistance system when
driving on uneven surface such as
woods, gravel road, jagged road, or
gradient.

Do not push, or scratch the surface of
the sensor. Thiswill likely damage the
covering.

The parking assistance system might
not recognise sharp objects, thick
winter clothes or sponges which
absorb thefrequency.

FUEL
FUEL RECOMMENDATIONS

Only use diesel fuel that complieswith
DIN EN 590. The fuel must have low
Sulphur content (max. 50ppm).

Do not use marine diesel oils, heating
oils or entirely or partially plant-based
diesel fuels, such asrape seed ail or bio
diesel, Aquazole and similar diesel-
water emulsions. Diesel fuels must not
be diluted with fuels used on petrol
engines.

The flow and filterability of diesel fuel
are temperature-dependent. When
temperatures are low, refuel with diesel
fuel with guaranteed winter properties.

Caution

Use of fuel that does not comply to
EN 590 or similar can lead to engine
powerloss, increased wear or engine

damageand lossof warranty.

Caution

The use of incorrect grade of fuel or
filling in the fuel tank with incorrect
fuel will cause serious damageto the
engineand catalytic converter.

Make sure you use the correct fuel
thatiscompatiblewithyour vehicle.

For safety purposes, the fuel tank,
pumps and piping must be suitably
grounded. Static electricity can
ignite fuel vapours. You may be
burned and the vehicle will be
damaged.
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FILLING THE TANK

Caution

A Danger

The usage of low cetane fuel can
result in uncontrolled combustion
and engine damage. The vehicle is
designed to exclude the use of
methanol fuel whichwill corrodethe
metal parts in the fuel system and
damage plastic and rubber parts.
Therefore damage caused by using
methanol fuel is not covered by the
warranty.

Fuel with excessive levels of manga-
nese and iron may result in blockage
of the catalytic converter and other
problems.

Fuel is a flammable and explosive
material.

No smoking. No open flames or
sparks.

If you can smell fuel in your vehicle,
have the cause of this remedied
immediately by a CHEVROLET
retailer.

Before adding fuel, switch off the
engine and any external combustion
heating device.

Turn off cell phones. When adding
fuel, observe the operation and
safety instructionsof thefuel station.

RUNNING OUT OF FUEL

Running out of diesd fuel requires
priming after fuel is added. If the tank
has been run dry, the diesdl fuel system
must be bled on ground level after
refueling at least 3 litersto the fuel tank.
With engine switched off, turn ignition
key to II/ON position, wait approxi-
mately 4 seconds, and then turn key to
B/LOCK/OFF position to perform
priming operation. Perform this opera-
tion 6 times or more while the engineis
switched off, to avoid air entering the
fuel line.

If the engine does not dart after 10
seconds of cranking, turn the ignition
switch to B/LOCK/OFF position and
seek the assistance from CHEVROLET
retailer.

FUEL FILLER CAP

Only a genuine fue filler cap provides
full functionality. Diesdl-engined vehicles
have specid fud filler cap.
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ENGINE EXHAUST

A Danger

Engine exhaust gases contain
poisonous carbon monoxide, which
iscolourlessand odourlessand could
befatal if inhaled.

If exhaust gases enter the interior of
the vehicle, open the windows. Have
the cause of the fault rectified by a
CHEVROLET retailer.

Avoid driving with an open load
compartment, otherwise exhaust
gasescould enter thevehicle.

Engine exhaust contains carbon
monoxide (CO) which cannot be
seen or smelled.

nofreshair ventilation.
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CATALYTIC CONVERTER

The catalytic converter reduces the
amount of harmful substances in the
exhaust gas.

Caution

The usage of fuel other than those
mentioned on pages "Fuel Recom-
mendations’ on page 8-26, could dam-
age the catalytic converter or elec-
tronic components.

Unburnt fuel will overheat and
damage the catalytic converter.
Therefore avoid excessive use of the
starter, running the fuel tank dry and
starting the engine by pushing or
towing.

Inthe event of misfiring, uneven engine
running, a reduction in engine

performance or other unusua prob-
lems, have the cause of the fault

rectified by a CHEVROLET retailer as

soonaspossible.

In an emergency, driving can be
continued for a short period, keeping
vehiclespeed and engine speed | ow.

Caution

Don't touch the catalytic converter
during engine operating and it can be
possible to touch the catalytic
converter after cooling down the
catalytic converter because the
catalytic converter is very hot so the
skin (i.e. hand or body) can be burned.
Cooling down condition-cool down
over two hours under ambient
temperature after engine stops.

ENGINEOIL ADDITIVES/ENGINEOIL FLUSHES

Do not add anything to the oil. The use of engine oil additives could cause engine
damage not covered by the vehicle warranty. Engine oil system flushes are not
recommended and coul d cause engine damage not covered by thevehiclewarranty.

Thisjob requires special skills, tools
and equipment.

Keep the top of the battery clean
anddry.

Keep the terminals and connections
clean, tight and coated with
petroleumjelly.

Immediately rinse off any spilt
electrolyte using asolution of water
and baking soda.

If the vehicle is not going to be
driven for an extended period of
time, disconnect the cable from the
negative(-) terminal of thebattery.

Charge the disconnected battery
every six weeks.

Remove battery from vehicle while
charging & refilling.

Keep smoking materials away from
the battery to avoid flames or sparks
when the battery is checked because
theexplosivegascould beoccurred.

The same rating of the bulb to be
used during replacement and any
usage of higher wattage bulbs can
cause thermal issues such as melting
of lamp housing and its surrounding
parts.

HEADLAMP AIMING

Headlamp am has been preset and
should need no further adjustment.

If
adjustment to the headlamps is neces-
sary, seeyour CHEVROLET retailer.

After driving in heavy rain or washing,
some exterior lamp lenses could appear
frosty.

This condition is caused by the
temperature difference between the
lampinsideand outside.

This is similar to the condensation on
your windows inside your vehicle
during the rain and doesn't indicate a
problemwithyour vehicle.

If the water leaks into the light bulb
circuitry, have the vehicle checked, by
your CHEVROLET retailer.
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ELECTRICAL SYSTEM

FUSES

The wiring circuits in the vehicle are
protected from short circuits by a
combination of fuses. This greatly
reduces the chance of damage caused
by electrical problems.

Data on the replacement fuse must
match thedataonthedefectivefuse.

Before replacing a fuse, turn off the
respectiveswitchandtheignition.

A blown fuse can be recognised by its
melted wire. Do not replace the fuse
until the cause of the fault has been
remedied.

Somefunctionsare protected by several
fuses.

Fuses may also be inserted without
existenceof afunction.

Note

Not al fuse box descriptions in this
Manual may apply toyour vehicle.

When inspecting the fuse box refer to
thefusebox label.

FUSE EXTRACTOR
A fuse extractor may be located in the
fusebox intheengine compartment.

Place the fuse extractor on the various
types of fuse from the top or side, and
withdraw fuse.

ReplacingaFuse:
1. Openthefuseblock cover.

2. ldentify a defective fuse by its
melted wire.

3. Usethefuseextractor toremovethe
blown fuse. The fuse extractor is
located in the engine compartment
fuseblock.

Caution

Do not use a tool that can conduct
electricity when removing a blown
fuse. Only useafuseextractor.

Using a conductor such as metal can
cause a short circuit, damage the
electrical system or start a fire.
Seriousinjury could occur.

4. ldentify the reason for the fuse
blowing and solvethe problem.

5. Replace the fuse with a new one of
the correct rating. See the layout of
fuseblockslater inthissection.
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Caution

Using a fuse substitute or a fuse of
thewrong type or rating can damage
the electrical system or even start a
fire.

Otherwise personal
injuries and damage to your vehicle
and other property could be caused.

The tire pressure should be checked
eachtimeyoufill thefuel tank or at least
once a month using a tire pressure
gauge.

Check the inflation pressure when the
tires are cold. Warm tires will produce
an inaccurate reading. Tires can
become warm after driving more than
1.6 km (1 mile) and stay warm for up to
three hoursafter stopping.

HOW TO CHECK

Use an accurate tire pressure gauge to
check the pressure of the tires when
they are cold. Securely retighten the
valve caps after checking the tire
inflation pressure.

TREAD DEPTH

Check tread depth at regular intervals.

Tires should be replaced for safety
reasons at a tread depth of 2-3 mm
(4mmfor winter tires).

Thelegally permissible minimum tread
depth (1.6 mm) has been reached when
thetread hasworn down asfar as one of
the tread wear indicators (TWI). Their
positionisindicated by markingsonthe
sidewall.
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If thereismorewear at thefront thanthe
rear, swap round front wheels and rear
wheels.

We
recommend tire replacement every 6
years.

TIRE INSPECTION

Regularly inspect the vehicle's tires,
including the spare tire, if the vehicle
has one, for signs of wear or damage.
See“WhenitisTimefor New Tires’ on
page 9-35for moreinformation.

Always remove the tires if any of the
following statementsaretrue:

» Youcanseetheindicatorsat threeor
moreplacesaroundthetire.

» You can see cord or fabric showing
throughthetire’ srubber.

The rubber in tires ages over time. This
aso applies for the spare tire, if the
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vehicle hasone, evenif it is never used.
Multiple conditions including tempe-
ratures, loading conditions, inflation
pressure and maintenance affect how
fast aging takes place. Tires will
typically need to bereplaced dueto wear
before they may need to be replaced due
to age. Consult the tire manufacturer for
more information on when tires should
bereplaced.

Tiresagewhen stored normally mounted
on aparked vehicle. Park a vehicle that
will be stored for at least a month in a
cool, dry, clean area away from direct
sunlight to slow aging. This area should
be free of grease, gasoline, or other
substancesthat can deteriorate rubber.

Parking for an extended period can
cause flat spots on the tires that may
resultinvibrationswhiledriving. When
storing a vehicle for at least a month,
remove the tires or raise the vehicle to
reducetheweight fromthetires.

BUYING NEW TIRES

of the same size, design, tread wear,
temperature and speed rating when
replacing them.

A Warning

Tires could explode during improper
service. Attempting to mount or
dismount a tire could cause injury or
death.

Mixing tires of different sizes,
brands, or types may cause loss of
control of the vehicle, resulting in a
crash or other vehicle damage.

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WHEEL ALIGNMENT AND
TIRE BALANCE

The tires and wheels were aligned and
balanced at the factory to provide the
longest tire life and best overall
performance. Adjustments to wheel
alignment and tire balancing will not be
necessary on aregular basis. However,
check the alignment if there is unusual
tire wear or if the vehicle is pulling to
one side or the other. If the vehicle
vibrateswhen driving on asmooth road,
the tires and wheels might need to be
rebalanced. See your CHEVROLET
retailer for proper diagnosis.

WHEEL REPLACEMENT

Replaceany wheel that isbent, cracked,
or badly rusted or corroded. If wheel
nuts keep coming loose, the wheel,
wheel bolts, and wheel nuts should be
replaced. If thewheel leaks air, replace
it. Some auminum wheels can be
repaired. See your CHEVROLET
retailer if any of theseconditionsexist.

Your CHEVROLET retailer will know
thekind of wheel that isneeded.

Each new wheel should have the same
|oad-carrying capacity, diameter, width,
offset, and be mounted the same way as
theoneit replaces.

Replace wheels, wheel bolts, wheel
nuts, with new GM original eguipment
parts.

A Warning

Using thewrong replacement wheels,
whedl bolts, or wheel nuts can be
dangerous. It could affect the braking
and handling of the vehicle. Tirescan
lose air, and cause loss of contral,
causing a crash. Always use the
correct wheel, whee! bolts, and whee!

The wrong wheel can also cause
problems with bearing life, brake
cooling, speedometer or odometer
calibration, headlamp aim, bumper
height, vehicle ground clearance,
and tire clearance to the body and
chassis.

Replacing awheel with aused oneis
dangerous. How it has been used or
how far it has been driven may be
unknown. It could fail suddenly and
cause a crash. When replacing
wheels, use a new GM original
equipment wheel.

IFATIRE GOESFLAT

Itisunusual for atireto blow out while
driving, especialy if the tires are
maintained properly. See “Tires’ on
page 9-29. If air goes out of atire, itis
much more likely to leak out slowly.
But if thereisever ablowout, herearea
few tips about what to expect and what
todo:

If afront tirefails, theflat tire createsa
drag that pulls the vehicle towards that
side. Take your foot off the accelerator
pedal and grip the steering wheel
firmly. Steer to maintain lane position,
and then gently braketo astop, well off
theroad, if possible.

A rear blowout, particularly on acurve,
acts much like a skid and may require
the same correction as used in a skid.
Stop pressing the accelerator pedal and
steer to straighten the vehicle. It may be
very bumpy and noisy. Gently braketoa
stop, well off theroad, if possible.

A Warning

Driving on a flat tire will cause
permanent damage to the tire. Re-
inflating atire after it has been driven
onwhile severely underinflated or flat
may cause a blowout and a serious
crash. Never attempt tore-inflate atire
that has been driven on while severely
underinflated or flat. Have your
CHEVROLET retailer or an autho-
rized tire service center repar or
replacetheflat tireassoon aspossible.

A Warning

Lifting a vehicle and getting under it
to do maintenance or repairs is
dangerous without the appropriate
safety equipment and training. If a
jack is provided with the vehicle, itis
designed only for changing aflat tire.
If it is used for anything else, you or
others could be badly injured or killed
if the vehicle dips off the jack. If a
jack isprovided with the vehicle, only
useitfor changing aflattire.
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If atire goesflat, avoid further tire and
wheel damage by driving slowly to a
level place, well off the road, if
possible. Turn on the hazard warning
flashers. See “Hazard Warning Flash-
ers’ onpage6-4.

A Warning

Changing a tire can be dangerous.

The vehicle can dip off the jack and

roll over or fal causing injury or

death. Find a level place to change

the tire. To help prevent the vehicle

frommoving:

1. Settheparking brakefirmly.

3. Turn OFF the engine and do not
restart whilethevehicleisraised.

4. Donot allow passengerstoremain
inthevehicle.

If the vehicle battery hasrun down, you
may want to use another vehicle and
some jumper cables to start your
vehicle. Be sure to use the following
stepstodoit safely.

Batteries can explode. You could be
burnt by battery acid and electrica
short could injure you or damage the
vehicles.

« Do not expose battery to flames
or sparks.

« Do not lean over battery while
jumpstarting vehicle.

e Do not alow cable terminals to
touch each other.

- Wear eye protection when
working near any battery.

e Do not alow battery fluid to
contact eyes, skin, fabric, or
painted surfaces.

 Make sure battery providing
jump start has the same voltage
asthebattery receiving thejump.

e Do not disconnect discharged
battery fromvehicle.

Caution

Ignoring these steps could result in
costly damage to the vehicle that
would not be covered by the
warranty.

Tryingto start thevehicle by pushing
or pulling it will not work, and it
could damagethevehicle.

1. Check the other vehicle. It must

have a 12 volt battery with a nega-
tiveground system.

Caution

Only use avehicle that hasa 12 volt
system with a negative ground for
jump starting. If the other vehicle
doesnot havea12 volt systemwith a
negative ground, both vehicles can
bedamaged.

2. Get the vehicles close enough so the

jumper cables can reach, but be sure
the vehicles are not touching each
other. If they are, it could cause a

ground connection you do not want.
You would not be able to start your
vehicle, and the bad grounding
could damagethe€lectrical systems.

To avoid the possibility of the
vehicles rolling, set the parking
brake firmly on both vehicles
involved in the jump start proce-
dure. Put the transmission in N
(Neutral) before setting the parking
brake.

. Turn OFF the ignition on both

vehicles. Unplug unnecessary acce-
ssories plugged into the cigarette
lighter or the accessory power
outlet. Turn off the radio and all
lampsthat are not needed. Thiswill
avoid sparks, helping save both
batteriesandtheradio.

. Open the hood on the other vehicle

and locate the positive (+) and
negative (- ) terminal locations on
that vehicle.

Caution

If any accessories are left on or
plugged in during the jump starting
procedure, they could be damaged.
The repairs would not be covered by
the vehicle warranty. Whenever
possible, turn off or unplug all acces-
sories on either vehicle when jump
startingthevehicle.

An electric fan can start up even
when the engine is not running and
caninjureyou. Keep hands, clothing
and tools away from any underhood
electricfan.

Using an open flame near a battery
can cause battery gas to explode.
Peopl e have been hurt doing this, and
some have been blinded. Use a
flashlight if you need morelight.

Be surethe battery hasenough water.
You do not need to add water to the
battery installed in your new vehicle.
Butif abattery hasfiller caps, besure
theright amount of fluidisthere. If it
islow, add water to take care of that
first. If you do not, explosive gas
could bepresent.

Battery fluid contains acid that can
burnyou. Do not get it on you. If you
accidentally get it in your eyes or on
your skin, wash with water and get
medical helpimmediately.

Fans or other moving engine parts
can injure you badly. Keep your
hands away from moving parts once
theengineisrunning.

Before you connect the cables, here
are some basic things you should
know. Positive (+) will go to
positive (+) and Negative (-) will
go to a heavy, unpainted metal
enginepart.

Press the Unlock button on the
remote keyless entry transmitter to
disarm your security system, if
equipped.

FRONT TOWING HOOK

the left hand side of the front
bumper. A mounting hole for hook
installation can be found after you
open the cover with the flat head
screwdriver as shown in the above
illustration. Put a piece of cotton
cloth between the screwdriver and
the vehicle body to protect the
vehiclebody.

The towing hooks for shipping is
located below the left hand side of the
front bumper and right hand side of the
rear bumper on the vehicle body floor,
and it is used when this vehicle is
shipped.

Caution

Do not use this towing hook to tow
other vehicle, otherwiseyour vehicle
will bedamaged.

In order to keep its optimum perfor-
mance, it is not recommended to use
thisvehicletotow other vehicles.

APPEARANCE CARE
EXTERIOR CARE

WASHINGTHEVEHICLE

To preserve the vehicle's finish, wash it
oftenand out of direct sunlight.

Caution

Do not use petroleum-based, acidic,
or abrasive cleaning agents as they
can damage the vehicle's paint,
metal, or plastic parts. If damage
occurs, it would not be covered by
the vehicle's warranty. Approved
cleaning products can be obtained
from your CHEVROLET retailer.
Follow al manufacturer directions
regarding correct product usage,
necessary safety precautions, and
appropriate disposal of any vehicle
careproduct.

Avoid using high pressure washes
closer than 30 cm (12in) to the surface
of the vehicle. Use of power washers
exceeding 8,274 kPa (1,200 ps) can
result in damage or remova of paint

and decals.

Rinse the vehicle well, before washing
and after, to remove all cleaning agents
completely. If they are alowed to dry
onthesurface, they could stain.

Dry the finish with a soft, clean cotton
towel to avoid surface scratches and
water spotting.

FINISH CARE

Application of aftermarket clearcoat
sealant/wax materials is not recom-
mended. If painted surfaces are
damaged, see your CHEVROLET
retailer to have the damage assessed
and repaired. Foreign materials such as
calcium chloride and other salts, ice
melting agents, road oil and tar, tree
sap, bird droppings, chemicas from
industrial chimneys, etc., can damage
the vehicl€e's finish if they remain on
painted surfaces. Wash the vehicle as
soon as possible. If necessary, use non-
abrasive cleaners that are marked safe
for painted surfaces to remove foreign
matter.
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Occasional hand waxing or mild
polishing should be done to remove
residue from the paint finish. See your
CHEVROLET retailer for approved
cleaning products.

Do not apply waxes or polishes to
uncoated plastic, vinyl, rubber, decals,
simulated wood, or flat paint asdamage
canoccur.

Caution

M achinecompounding or aggressive
polishing on a basecoat/clearcoat
paint finish may damageit. Use only
non-abrasive waxes and polishesthat
are made for a basecoat/clearcoat
paint finishonthevehicle.

To keep the paint finish looking new,
keep the vehicle garaged or covered
whenever possible.

PROTECTING EXTERIOR
BRIGHT METAL PARTS

Regularly clean bright metal parts with
water or chrome polish on chrome or
stainlesssteel trim, if necessary.

For auminum, never use auto or
chrome polish, steam, or caustic soap to
clean. A coating of wax, rubbed to a
high polish, is recommended for all
bright metal parts.

CLEANING EXTERIOR
LAMPS/LENSESAND EMBLEMS

Useonly lukewarm or cold water, asoft
cloth, and a car washing soap to clean
exterior lamps and lenses. Follow
instructions under "Washing the
Vehicle" earlierinthissection.

WINDSHIELD AND WIPER
BLADES

Clean the outside of the windshield
withglasscleaner.

Clean rubber bladesusing alint-freecloth

or paper towe soaked with windshield
washer fluid or a mild detergent. Wash

thewindshield thoroughly when cleaning
the blades. Bugs, road grime, sap, and a

Caution

Using petroleum-based tire dressing
products on the vehicle may damage
the paint finish and/or tires. When
applying atire dressing, alwayswipe
off any overspray from all painted

surfacesonthevehicle.
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UNDERBODY MAINTENANCE

Use plain water to flush dirt and debris
from the vehicle's underbody. Your
CHEVROLET retailer or an underbody
car washing system can do this. If not
removed, rust and corrosion can
develop.

Caution

Chrome wheels and other chrome
trimmay bedamaged if thevehicleis
not washed after driving on roads
that have been sprayed with magne-
sium, calcium, or sodium chloride.
These chloridesare used onroadsfor
conditions such as ice and dust.
Always wash the chrome with soap
and water after exposure.

Caution

To avoid surface damage, do not use
strong soaps, chemicals, abrasive
polishes, cleaners, brushes, or
cleaners that contain acid on
aluminum or chrome-plated wheels.
Use only approved cleaners. Also,
never drive avehicle with aluminum
or chrome-plated wheels through an
automatic car wash that usessilicone
carbide tire cleaning brushes.
Damage could occur and the repairs
would not be covered by the vehicle

warranty.

SHEET METAL DAMAGE

If the vehicle is damaged and requires
sheet metal repair or replacement, make
sure the body repair shop applies anti-
corrosion material to parts repaired or
replaced to restore corrosion protec-
tion.

Origina manufacturer replacement
partswill provide the corrosion protection

whilemaintaining thevehiclewarranty.
FINISH DAMAGE

Quickly repair minor chipsand scratches
with touch-up materias available from
your CHEVROLET retaller to avoid
corrosion. Larger areas of finish damage
can be corrected in your CHEVROLET
retailer’ sbody and paint shop.

CHEMICAL PAINT SPOTTING

Airborne pollutants can fall upon and
atack painted vehicle surfaces causing
blotchy, ring-shaped discolorations, and
small, irregular dark spots etched into the
paint surface. See your CHEVROLET
retailer for assistance and rectification.
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INTERIOR CARE

To prevent dirt particle abrasions,
regularly clean the vehicl€'s interior.
Immediately remove any soils. Note
that newspapers or dark garments that
can transfer color to home furnishings
can aso permanently transfer color to
thevehicle'sinterior.

Use a soft bristle brush to remove dust
from knobs and crevices on the
instrument cluster. Using a mild soap
solution, immediately remove hand
lotions, sunscreen, and insect repellant
from al interior surfaces or permanent
damagemay result.

Your CHEVROLET retailer may have
products for cleaning the interior. Use
cleaners specifically designed for the
surfaces being cleaned to prevent
permanent damage. To prevent
overspray, apply al cleanersdirectly to
the cleaning cloth. Cleaners should be
removed quickly. Never allow cleaners
to remain on the surface being cleaned
for extended periodsof time.

Cleaners may contain solvents that can
become concentrated in the interior.
Before using cleaners, read and adhere
to al safety instructions on the label.
While cleaning the interior, maintain
adequate ventilation by opening the
doorsand windows.

To prevent damage, do not clean the
interior using the following cleaners or
techniques:

« Never usearazor or any other sharp
object to remove a soil from any
interior surface.

» Never useabrushwith stiff bristles.

« Never rub any surface aggressively
or with excessivepressure.

e Do not use laundry detergents or
dishwashing soaps with degreasers.
For liquid cleaners, use approxi-
mately 20 dropsper 3.78 L (1 ga) of
water. A concentrated soap solution
will leave a residue that creates
streaks and attracts dirt. Do not use
solutions that contain strong or
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caustic soap.
» Do not heavily saturate the uphol-
stery when cleaning.

« Do not use solvents or cleaners
contai ning solvents.

INTERIORGLASS

To clean, use a terry cloth fabric
dampened with water. Wipe droplets
left behind with a clean dry cloth.
Commercial glass cleaners may be
used, if necessary, after cleaning the
interior glasswith plainwater.

Caution

To prevent scratching, never use
abrasive cleaners on automotive
glass. Abrasive cleaners or aggres-
sive cleaning may damage the rear
window defogger.

FABRIC/CARPET

Start by vacuuming the surface using a
soft brush attachment. If a rotating
brush attachment is being used during
vacuuming, only use it on the floor
carpet. Before cleaning, gently remove
asmuch of thesoil aspossibleusing one
of thefollowing techniques:

e Gently blot liquids with a paper
towel. Continue blotting until no
moresoil can beremoved.

« For solid soils, remove as much as
possibleprior to vacuuming.

ToClean:

1. Saturate a clean lint-free colorfast
cloth with water or club soda
Microfiber cloth is recommended
to prevent lint transfer to the fabric
or carpet.

2. Remove excess moisture by gently
wringing until water does not drip
fromthecleaning cloth.

3. Start on the outside edge of the soil

and gently rub towards the center.
Fold the cleaning cloth to a clean
area frequently to prevent forcing
thesoil intothefabric.

4. Continue gently rubbing the soiled
area until there is no longer any
color transfer from the soil to the
cleaningcloth.

5. If the soil is not completely
removed, use a mild soap solution
followed only by club sodaor plain
water.

If the soil is not completely removed, it
may be necessary to use a commercial
upholstery cleaner or spot lifter. Test a
small hidden area for colorfastness
before using a commercia upholstery
cleaner or spot lifter. If ring formation
occurs, cleantheentirefabric or carpet.

Following the cleaning process, a paper
towel can be used to blot excess
moisture.
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INSTRUMENT PANEL, VINYL,
AND OTHER PLASTIC
SURFACES

Use a soft microfiber cloth dampened
with water to remove dust and loose
dirt. For a more thorough cleaning, use
asoft microfiber cloth dampened witha
mild soap solution.

Caution

Soaking or saturating leather,
especialy perforated leather, aswell
as other interior surfaces, may cause
permanent damage. Wipe excess
moisture from these surfaces after
cleaning and alow them to dry
naturally. Never use heat, steam, spot
lifters, or spot removers. Do not use
cleanersthat contain silicone or wax-
based products. Cleaners containing
these solvents can permanently
change the appearance and feel of
leather or soft trim and are not
recommended.

Do not use cleanersthat increase gloss,
especialy on the instrument panel.
